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A- Installation for Windows XP
Driver Installation
1. Turn on the power of the computer.

2. Insert the provided Software Utility CD into your CD-ROM drive.

Don’t insert the modem into your PC when installation is running.

3. Setup starts, click the [Next] button.

4. Select [I accept the terms the license agreement], click the [Next] button.

5. Click the [Next] button after appearing dialog window.

6. Click the [Next] button.

7. When the installing process finishes, select “Yes, I want to restart my 
     computer now” and Click the [Finish] button in the dialog window.
